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Rare birds in the Netherlands in 1989

Arnoud B van den Berg, Rolf A de By & CDNA

his is the 10th annual report on rare birds in the

Netherlands to be published in Dutch Birding
(a Dutch-language version of this report appears in
Limosa). It comprises 341 records (78% of which
have heen accepted) dating from 1989 (some into
1990 for long-staying individuals) as well as bela-
ted and reconsidered records, mainly from 1980-
88, which have been evaluated by the Dutch
rarities committee, the Commissie Dwaalgasten
Nederlandse Avifauna CDNA. Several records for
1989 and earlier years are still under consideration
for various reasons. A complete review of all rarity
records from 1800-1980 has recently been com-
pleted and will be published in due course.

Details included (if available) for each accepted
record are: province and locality; date(s); number
of birds when more than one, plumage and sex; if
trapped, photographed, sound-recorded or found
dead (and where specimen is stored); names of up
to three observers and relevant references in the
literature (which normally includes (inter)national,
not regional, journals). Numbers after each
(sub)species’ name refer to the total numbers of
individuals 1T since 1 January 1980 but excluding
2 the current year. (Sub)species marked with an
asterisk * are new to the Dutch list.

This report includes records in 1989 of 12 spe-
cies considered by the CDNA but not previously
covered in Dutch Birding: Cattle Egret Bubulcus
ibis, Great Bustard Otis tarda, Marsh Sandpiper
Tringa stagnatilis, Long-tailed Skua Stercorarius
longicaudus, Gull-billed Tern Gelochelidon niloti-
ca, Whiskered Tern Chlidonias hybridus, Bee-eater
Merops apiaster, Cetti's Warbler Cettia cefti, Fan-
tailed Warbler Cisticola juncidis, Aquatic Warbler
Acrocephalus paludicola, Barred Warbler Sylvia
nisoria and Treecreeper Certhia familiaris.

It is interesting to note that 19 species classified
as vagrant in Britain occur in such numbers in the
Netherlands that they are not listed in this report.
These are Little Bittern Ixobrychus minutus, Night
Heron Nycticorax nycticorax, Little Egret Egretta
garzetta, Great White Egret Egretta alba, Black
Stork Ciconia nigra, Lesser White-fronted Goose
Anser erythropus, Red-breasted Goose Branta rufi-
collis, Black Kite Milvus migrans, White-tailed
Eagle Haliaeetus albicilla, Red-footed Falcon Falco
vespertinus, Black-winged Stilt Himantopus hi-
mantopus, Caspian Tern Sterna caspia, White-

winged Black Tern Chlidonias leucopterus, Black
Woodpecker Dryocopus martius, Crested Lark
Galerida cristata, Great Reed Warbler Acrocepha-
lus arundinaceus, Short-toed Treecreeper Certhia
brachydactyla, Penduline Tit Remiz pendulinus
and Nutcracker Nucifraga caryocatactes. Of these,
Lesser White-fronted Goose, Red-breasted Goose,
Black Woodpecker, Crested Lark, Short-toed Tree-
creeper and Nutcracker were not reported for Bri-
tain and Ireland in 1989 (cf Rogers et al 1990).

Records should be sent to CONA, Postbus 45,
2080 AA Santpoort-Zuid, Netherlands, preferably
using standard record forms, which can be obtai-
ned free of charge from CDNA. Mare information
on the procedures of the CDNA can be found in
Dutch Birding 9: 141-143, 1987; 11: 83-85, 1989;
12: 201, 1990.

The year 1989 produced five new species for the
Netherlands, ie,Semipalmated Sandpiper Calidris
pusilla in June along the Oostvaardersdijk, Flevo-
land, (at least) two Bridled Terns Sterna anaethetus
in July-August in Zeeland and Noordholland, two
Demoiselle Cranes Anthropoides virgo in August-
September at Heusden, Noordbrabant, Sharp-tail-
ed Sandpiper C acuminata in September at Philip-
pine, Zeeland, and Wallcreeper Tichodroma mu-
raria from November to April 1990 at Amsterdam,
Noordholland. Five new (sub)species recorded before
1989 and now formally accepted comprise Ameri-
can Golden Plover Pluvialis dominica in Novem-
ber 1900 at Birdaard, Friesland, Lesser Yellowlegs
Tringa flavipes in November 1979 at Qosterland,
Zeeland, Black-headed Yellow Wagtail Motacilla
flava feldegg in May 1988 near Delfzijl, Gronin-
gen, Northern Mockingbird Mimus polyglottos in
October 1988 on Schiermonnikoog, Friesland, and
Arctic Guillemot Uria aalge hyperboreain Novem-
ber 1988 along the Brouwersdam, Zuidholland.

There has never been a year with a higher num-
ber of additions to the Dutch list, although 1958,
1986 and 1987 also resulted in five ‘firsts’. There
was also a good number of other notable rarities,

a
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eg, the second and third American Golden Plover,
the second Desert Wheatear Oenanthe deserti, the
third and fourth King Eider Somateria spectabilis,
the fourth White-throated Sparrow Zonotrichia al-
bicollis, the fifth Long-billed Dowitcher Limnodro-
mus scolopaceus (while the fourth returned for the
third consecutive spring), the fifth Eye-browed Thrush
Turdus obscurus, the fifth Arctic Warbler Phyllo-
scopus borealis, the sixth to 11th Red-rumped
Swallow Hirundo daurica (including a flock of five)
and the sixth Yellow-breasted Bunting Emberiza
aureola. Important records reported for previous
years include the third Olive-backed Pipit Anthus
hodgsoni in 1988, the fourth (chronologically the
second) Short-toed Eagle Circaetus gallicusin 1959,
the sixth and seventh Surf Scoter Melanitta perspi-
cillata in 1987 and 1988, and a large number of
trapped Arctic Redpolls Carduelis hornemanni in
the winter of 1988/89.

FRIESLAND Kornwerderzand, 7-9 October, immature male
(S Bernardus, A de Bruin, K Kraayeveld et al).

After a male in May 1975 and a long-staying male seen
at various places along the North Sea coast from De-
cember 1981 to March 1982, the April bird established
the third record and the first of a female. Although
lJmuiden is a well-watched area, the bird’s presence
would have gone unrecorded if no pictures had been
taken. The Kornwerderzand male constituted the fourth
record and was generally considered to have been the
same individual as the Harlingen bird from 4 to 30 April
1990 (Berlijn et al 1990, Dutch Birding 1990, Anonymus
1991). However, new observations in autumn 1990 from
the Waddensea and especially the presence of two males
at Harlingen in January 1991 indicated that different
birds may have been involved.

Surf Scoter Melanitta perspicillata 4,0

1988 CONTINENTAL SHELF Off Walcheren, 17 December,
adult male (A Bogaerts).

1987 NOORDHOLLAND IJmuiden, 7 November, female
(] Koerts, | | Bakhuizen, A Vink et al).
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All seven records were in November-April. The 1987
bird was the first female. It was only seen in flight and it
took quite some time before the committee accepted the
record. The 1988 bird was also seen during a short time,
from a ship.

White-headed Duck Oxyura leucocephala 3,1
LIMBURG Stevensweert, female or immature, 22 January
(M Berlijn).

ZUIDHOLLAND Maasdijk, female or immature, 9 De-
cember 1988 to 8 March 1989 (P van Scheepen, C

The Maasdijk bird is reported for only 9-11 December
1988 in van den Berg et al 1989. The CDNA still awaits

This weakened bird was picked up in poor condition,
photographed, misidentified as a ‘pale Buzzard’ Buteo
buteo and then released. It took 30 years before the
observer rediscovered the slides and found to his amaze-
ment that it actually was the second record of Short-toed
Eagle. The previous record and the two later ones were
also finds, in November 1907 at Oldebroek, Gelderland,
in June 1979 at Wijdenes, Noordholland, and in August
1981 on the Maasvlakte, Zuidholland.

spotted eagle Aquila pomarina/clanga 1,0
1987 OVERISSEL Engbertsdijksvenen, 18 October, adult
() F Bekhuis et al).

The CDNA isunable to judge which of the species was
concerned. After review, five records of Lesser Spotted
Eagle A pomarina and 15 of Spotted Eagle A clanga
remain acceptable. Both species have only been record-
ed once during 1980-89.

*Demoiselle Crane Anthropoides virgo 0,2
NOORDBRABANT Heusden, 17 August to 12 September,
two, adults, photographed () Timmermans, M Berlijn, C
van Seggelen, T van Seggelen et al, Anonymus 1989c,
van der Burg et al 1989a,b).

During the day, these two birds foraged in harvested
maize fields. Every late afternoon, they flew off in the
direction of a well-known Crane Grus grus stop-over site
on the Strabrechtse Heide, Noordbrabant. There were no
indications that the birds originated from captivity. News
of the birds’ presence was withheld until 10 September
and the birds were last seen on 12 September when flying
off at noon. On 11 September, the birds were filmed and
broadcasted by NOS television. Only recently, the CONA
received information that they were already present on
25 July at Schaijk, Noordbrabant. Photographs suggest
that they may have been the same individuals as the two
seen on 4 October near Bleiburg, Karnten, Austria (cf
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50 Demoiselle Cranes Anthropoides virgo, Heusden, Noordbrabant, September 1989 (Arnoud B van den Berg)

Weber 1990). Recent records from Hungary (Sterbetz
1987) show the likelihood of this species’ occurrence in
central Europe.

Great Bustard Otis tarda 58,0
1987 LIMBURG Herkenbosch, 31 January to 7 February,
maximum of 12, photographed (R Cuypers, W Vergoos-
sen).

This record brings the total of individuals noted in
1987 to 20. The only other post-1979 influx was in 1985
(26). There were no sightings in 1983, 1988 and 1989.

Stone-curlew Burhinus oedicnemus 10,1
NOORDHOLLAND Texel, 18 May (F | Maas).

Records during 1980-89 are from May (five), June
(one), July (one), August (three) and September (one).

*American Golden Plover Pluvialis dominica 0,2
NOORDHOLLAND Texel, 19-26 October, adult, photo-
graphed (A Meijer, T M F Kompier, E B Ebels et al, Meijer
1989, van der Burg et al 1989a, 1990).

FRIESLAND Stavoren, 19 November, first winter, photo-
graphed (K Zwaan, E van Hijum, K H Scholten, Zwaan
1989).

1900 FRIESLAND Birdaard, November, juvenile female,

trapped and collected (C S Roselaar 1990).

The Texel bird was discovered during the DBA week
and it was temporarily regarded as the first for the Nether-
lands. However, it soon became known that the skin of
the 1900 bird had recently been discovered amidst skins
of Pacific Golden Plover P fulva in the collection of the
Zoological Museum at Amsterdam, Noordholland. The
Stavoren bird was seen by a much smaller number of
observers than the Texel bird and disappeared within a
dav, being cleared by the CDNA on scanty photographic
evidence.

*Semipalmated Sandpiper Calidris pusilla 0,1
FLEVOLAND Qostvaardersdijk, 12-13 June, (possibly first)
summer (L van der Veen, M Berlijn, E B Ebels, K |
Eigenhuis et al, van der Veen 1989).

The bird was probably already presenton 11 June (van
der Veen 1989). Contrary to the other 1989 additions to
the Dutch list, no photographs were obtained. Interest-
ingly, there are no June records from Britain and lreland
where the species has been recorded 57 times in July-
November and once in May.

There are now 35 records, seven in May-June, 27 in
July-September and one in November.

ZEELAND Philippine 14-21 September, adult, photographed
(L Bekaert, P van Daele, W de Smet et al, Anonymus
1989¢, Bekaert 1989, van der Burg et al 1989a,b).

The bird was foraging in an empty water basin, often
together with a Pectoral Sandpiper. An adult present
during 3-6 September at Longchamps, Namen, Belgium,
is believed to be another individual.

Broad-billed Sandpiper Limicola falcinellus 29,7
ZUIDHOLLAND Goedereede, 1 May, adult, summer plu-
mage (H Verkade).

GRONINGEN Eemshaven, 16 May (P M Gnodde, L | R
Boon et al); Lauwersmeer, 25-27 May, two (A de Bruin,
S de Bruin, L | R Boon et al).

ZEELAND Brouwershaven, 18 May, two adults, summer
plumage (H Schekkerman, P Derks, P L Meininger).
FLEVOLAND Qostvaardersdijk, 23 May, adult, summer
plumage (K | Eigenhuis).

The species has been recorded annually during 1981-
89 (not in 1980), with numbers in May increasing. The
record of a flock of eightin May 1984 along the Oostvaar-
dersdijk, Flevoland, is still under consideration and not
included in the above totals.

FRIESLAND Workumerwaard, 16-17 June (M Argeloo, T |
C Luijendijk et al).

This is the first June record for 1980-89. A few odd
records (such as one in January 1980) perhaps warrant
review (cf van den Berg & Ebels 1990).

GRONINGEN Lauwersmeer, 11-16 May, adult, summer
plumage, photographed (E B Ebels et al, van der Burg et
al 1989a, Dutch Birding 1990); Lauwersmeer, 3-5 No-
vember, adult, winter plumage (D Schut, D Blok, M
Berlijn et al).

The bird in May was probably the same individual
seen in the Lauwersmeer in July 1987 and May 1988. It
returned again in May 1990 (Dutch Birding 1990). The
November bird may have been another individual.

A record of a flock of 14 at Huizen, Noordholland, on
17 May 1989, is still under consideration.

This constitutes the second spring record of this spe-
cies.

This species was first recorded in October 1968 at
Budel, Noordbrabant, and subsequently rapidly esta-
blished itseli as a breeding bird.

After the severe winter of
1978/79, numbers remained low: 10 in 1980, eight in
1981, sixin 1982, nine in 1983 (despite the severe winter
of 1982/83) and only one in 1984.

Br()wn-headed Gull Larus brunnicephalus is a
strictly Asian species. It breeds mainly on the Ti-
betan plateau (Hazevoet 1987) and winters in the
southern parts of the continent, west to Pakistan
(Hoogendoorn in prep) and in small numbers east
to Hong Kong (Chalmers 1986). The field charac-
ters and moults of first-year Brown-headed Gulls
have been described in detail by Dwight (1925) but
virtually nothing has been added to the subject
since.

Materials

During 9-10 January 1984, 29-31 March 1989, 19-
20February and 2-3 March 1990, we independently
observed and photographed (plates 63-72) Brown-
headed Gulls (700-800 of which 20-25% first-
years) at Bangpoo, Samut Prakan, Thailand (cf

Lekagul et al 1985). On each of these occasions,
first-year birds showed signs of a previously un-
described moult. The following analysis is based on
field notes and study of the above-mentioned
photographs. Additionally, specimens were stu-
died at the British Museum (Natural History), Tring,
UK.

Results

Field studies

In early January, most first-year Brown-headed
Gulls were still in ‘typical’ first-winter plumage,
retaining blackish juvenile primaries and second-
aries and a complete tail-band (cf Harrison 1987).
Tertial moult was well underway, only a few birds
retaining some juvenile tertials. Many individuals
were in active wing-covert moult, with the inner

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greater coverts either missing or renewed, and all
but the outermost median coverts and most of the
lesser coverts having been replaced. Some birds
had grown new central rectrices and the most
advanced individual had replaced all but the outer-
most rectrices.

In mid-February and early March, only a small
number of first-years was in ‘typical’ first-winter
plumage but not a single individual had retained
juvenile tertials. Most were in active moult of
secondaries, coverts and/or rectrices, several ha-
ving acquired a completely new tail; a few of the
latter were missing all but the two or three outer-
most secondaries.

In late March, a handful of first-years resembled
typical first-winter birds although these had re-
placed the tertials and most coverts. The majority
showed a variable mixture of juvenile and adult-
type secondaries, coverts and rectrices; active wing
and tail moult could be detected in only a few.

Museum specimens
Of the 48 properly dated specimens of first-year
Brown-headed Gulls at the BMNH, four are from

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January, 15 from February (including five from
Thailand), one from March, one from April, three
from May and none from June-August. Of these 24,
only anindividual collected on 9 May 1923 in Tibet
(BMNH Regist no 1934.1.1.2894) shows signs of
what might have been part of the above-reported
winter moult. This bird had moulted the tertials,
most of the upperwing-coverts and the two central
pairs of rectrices but had retained the juvenile
secondaries and alula. Several February birds had
moulted the inner tertials and a variable number of
upperwing-coverts but this limited extent of moult
is not exceptional. Grant (1986) stated that in small
and medium-sized gull species the spring moult of
head- and body-feathers often also includes a va-
riable number of upperwing-coverts, sometimes
the tertials and occasionally one or more pairs of
central rectrices. There is considerable evidence
that even as early as December of their first calen-
dar year (up to 3 months prior to the normal com-
mencement of their spring moult) a few birds,
representing several small to medium-sized spe-
cies, can have a variable number of new, mostly
central rectrices (WH pers obs). Whether this is

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always as a result of juvenile rectrices being acci-
dentally lost, as suggested by Grant (1986), or
whether these feathers can appear spontaneously is
uncertain. In any case there is no way of determi-
ning when exactly moult occurred in the Tibet
specimen mentioned above and it can not be
considered as showing unequivocal signs of winter
moult. Two first-year specimens are not dated. Of
the other 99 Brown-headed Gull specimens, 98
have mirrors on p9-10or p8-10 (Hoogendoorn et al
1991) and in one specimen p8-9 are not present or
visible while p10 has a mirror. Therefore, all 99
must be in second-winter plumage or any of the
subsequent plumages. It must be concluded that
none of the BMNH’s 149 Brown-headed Gull
specimens shows undisputed signs of the winter
moult.

Discussion

Apparently, most first-year Brown-headed Gulls at
Bangpoo undergo a protracted winter moult of a
variable number of secondaries (sometimes all but
the outermost two or three), the tertials, most up-
perwing-coverts, the alula and most or all rectrices.
This may be rather variable although all individuals
appear to moult at least the tertials and most coverts
of the inner-wing. This moult generally starts in
January (presumably as early as December in some
individuals), is well under way in February and is
possibly nearly finished by late March.

Dwight (1925) did not describe this peculiar
moult of Brown-headed Gull and stated that in
April and May first-winter birds moult into a first-
summer plumage in which the remiges and rectri-
ces of the juvenile plumage are still retained ex-
cept, sometimes, the central pair of rectrices. The
species was not dealt with by Stresemann (1963)
and Stresemann & Stresemann (1966) and the
occurrence of intermediate first-year birds as ob-
served by us is not mentioned in the more recent
literature (cf Harrison 1985, 1987). However, Ali &
Ripley (1969) mention the winter occurrence of
‘various intermediate birds’ from the Indian sub-
continent. This may indicate that the western
populations of Brown-headed Gull undergo a winter
wing and tail moult similar to that in the birds in
Thailand.

Dwight (1925) studied some presumed second-
winter specimens which had dusky shaft streaks on
the primary coverts or the rectrices and lacked
mirrors on p9-10. Possibly, however, this pattern is
not at variance with the plumage details of several
Bangpoo birds and it can not be ruled out that
Dwight's specimens actually represented first-year
individuals.

The lack of winter moult in the BMNH specimens
could explain partially why this moult has not been
noticed before. Combining the fact that the most
recent first-year specimen dates back to 1937, with
the probability that not all first-year Bangpoo indi-
viduals go through this apparently variable moult,
one may suggest the possibility that this moult is a
recent phenomenonwhich isstill developing. Further
studies are necessary to assess the moult cycle of
Brown-headed Gull more properly. No other gull
species is known to undergo a similar winter moult
of wing and tail (cf Dwight 1925) and the phenome-
non of the innerwing being moulted while the
outerwing is retained has not been reported for first-
year birds of any species (cf Stresemann & Strese-
mann 1966, Palmer 1972, Ginn & Melville 1983,
Noordhuis 1989).

Vleugel-en staartrui bij in Thailand overwinterende
eerstejaars Bruinkopmeeuwen Bij eerstejaars
Bruinkopmeeuwen Larus brunnicephalus die in
Bangpoo, Samut Prakan, Thailand, overwinteren
treedt een variabele vleugel- en staartrui op.

In January 1984, March 1989 and March 1990, at
Bangpoo, Samut Prakan, Thailand, we photographed
adult Brown-headed Gulls Larus brunnicephalus
with white patches (mirrors) on the three outermost
primaries (p8-10) (plates 73-74). Previously, the
mirror on p8 has been noted only by Stegmann
(1935).

In adult plumages, this species usually has an
elongated mirror near the tip of p10 and a slightly

smaller mirror on p9 (cf Dwight 1925, Harrison
1987). In the individuals photographed by us, the
mirror on p8 was of variable size though much
smaller than the outer two and rather rounded;
besides, in some individuals the mirrors on p9-10
were larger than usual and the white basal patch on
¢ p5-8 (particularly p7) extended farther towards
the feather tip. In one individual (plate 75), the
overall effect was a sizeable reduction of black in
the wing-tip, noticeable in the field, creating a
pattern different from that in other adult Brown-
headed Gulls.

Of the 98 specimens of adult (second-year or
